When writing an essay, please follow some good-practice guidelines:

1. Give your Essay a clear and logical structure! For example:
Introduce the topic to the reader
The first paragraph/the introduction must clearly state the question one is addressing and why is it important. 

Outline your paper leading to your thesis

Give background information
Use the appropriate procedures to analyze your research question: data analysis, literature review, etc.

Outline procedures for your reasoning
your results and make sure you end you paper with 


Discuss the implications of your findings

Summarize your Conclusions 
derived from your research 

List your references
2. Do use complete sentences in good, written English. A sentence should contain a subject, predicate and object. Partial sentences and colloquialisms (such as overuse of the word “like”) are not acceptable in College.
3. Check spelling and grammar. 
4. Use punctuation as a reflection of your thought process. Don’t write chain sentences. 
5. Proof-read your written work.
6. Most difficult: Say exactly what you mean with appropriate words. Be concise.

7. Distinguish between “fact”(same for all) and “opinion” (varies with person).

8. Do not make unproven claims. Any grapevine stories have to be r eferenced.
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
